Jesus coroborated this
claim. He sed of John the Baptist, “'I tel u that Elijah has alredy cum, but
they did not kno him. but did tu him wotever they pleasd’. Then the disiples
understood that he was speaking tu them of John the Baptist.”
[Mt.17:12,13]. John, who was a cuzzin & close frend of Jesus, & had
anounced his cumming as the Messiah & had told the world tu follo Jesus,
had been behedded by Herod. One mite say that Elijah as John the
Baptist was the first cristian marter.
